SUBJECT: Approval of the Army Training Requirements and Resources System (ATRRS) as the Army-wide System of Record for Distance Learning
For many years, ATRRS has been the Army's system of record for personnel Input to Training Management for resident schoolhouse instruction. With the formation of the Total Army School System (TASS) and the implementation of the Total Army Distance Learning Program (TADLP), the role of ATRRS has been expanded to include Distance Learning (DL).

ATRRS will serve as the single database of record for DL training program identification, resourcing, course management, class schedule, student registration, progress toward completion and graduation, and statistical information for the Total Army. This concept was briefed and approved by the Personnel Policy and Distance Learning Council of Colonels on November 20,1998. All DL input to training management functions will be done on ATRRS using the ATRRS DL website

(www.asmr.com\atrrs).

To ensure that a single database with the appropriate controls and efficiencies manages personnel input to DL training for the Total Army, development of parallel or redundant systems is not authorized without the approval of the Assistant Secretary of the Army (Manpower and Reserve Affairs).  Any course management system developed by the Training and Doctrine Command (TRADOC) to internally manage students at the training module level will be designed to provide the necessary data to interface with ATRRS.
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When used to its fullest potential, ATRRS will enable us to maintain our trained and ready force into the 21st Century and beyond.
